Well, it’s THAT time again… for the ‘state of the association’ message. We have a very strong,
loyal and proud alumni association! We are climbing steadily back from a dip in membership
due to several factors. Our membership chairperson (Peggy ‘the whip” Barnett) now has that
function very well under control and all members should be receiving their renewal notices at
least a month before the expiration date – thenduring and after if need be! And, as a number of
you have indicated, your membership cards are getting out to you once again. Our alumni totals
(regular, joint, associate and honorary) now stand right at 1,300. By this fall, I would expect that

it will reach close to 1400.  We did experience a low point (1,053 in June ’07) as we were getting our
notification system back into full swing.  This total varies during the year as memberships tend to peak in
the September - October period due to the large picnic time-renewals.

Today, it is a ball field and the Tulloch Me-
morial Gym. There were no school buses during those days.

What I like to remember is the fun and good times that were
parallel with those cold and snowy days of the severe win-
ters that came along. Sleigh riding down King Street Extended,
Lloyds Lane, and Walnut Street. The watchmen at GW
Masonic Temple would chase us off their terraces. Today
they allow sleighing on the south side of the Temple.

We would ice skate at Episcopal High School and build camp
fires to stay warm. Episcopal eventually disallowed this ac-
tivity. Snowball battles and building snow men were also on
the agenda.

Times have changed. Today, mild temperatures keep my
furnace off. That saves money and energy. I can’t shovel
the sidewalk and driveway. Our children do that for us. We
are too old to belly flop or ride the sleds. We just peer out of
the sliding door and windows when it snows today. All we
can do is remember when, and the good clean fun we en-
joyed during those marvelous school years at George Wash-
ington High School.
